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Before beginning the production of graduation theses in the 4th year, students will learn about preparation and basic methods
for doing so.
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Students will also receive advice from faculty members individually or in groups, as necessary. In order to decide on themes for
graduation theses and to proceed with relevant investigation and research, students will proceed with preparations for writing
theses while receiving advice and guidance from faculty members, and will set and put into practice step—by—step goals to be
achieved. Various forms of class exist, such as that in which individual one—on—one guidance by the faculty member in charge is
provided along with the holding of group intermediate presentations and discussions, and that consisting solely of repeated
individual one—on—one guidance.
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
